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HEY Potterites! Got the latest book in the Potter Series: Harry Potter and the Half-Blood Prince? If 
not, then jump up now and hop down to the nearest bookstore and purchase your own copy.

As we were told –and J.K.R. kept her word- we 
get to know astonishing details of Lord Voldemort’s 
past and the reason he is immortal; all woven neatly 
into the web of the saga. This is the main portion 
that explains the core of the plot and gives Harry all 
the crucial information he requires to destroy his 
enemy. Won’t go into the details or else the 
disclosure will spoil the surprise for those who 
haven’t read the book. 

Then of course there is the co-incidence of Harry getting the Potions book of the Half-Blood 
Prince (by the way Severus Snape gets the post of the Defense Against Dark Arts). Try as you 
may, I bet you anything you won’t manage to guess the HBP unless and until its revealed to you. 
Therefore if you think you are very clever and have by now (after reading 5 books) understood the 
nature of all characters, then sorry sir U R NOT and are in for a BIG SURPRISE!!! 

Talking about the end … get your tissues ready. Thinking you are strong of heart? But I am ready 
to bite my nails if each and every one of you haven’t broken down in tears by the end, for the most 
tragic death of an essential character awaits you, one who has so far formed the essence of the 
book.
